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Welcome to our April newsletter.  I thought it would be informative to give an        
overview of what is going on in the nursery with a few pictures.  It is April 3rd as I write this 
and it has been a very unusual Spring.  It is sunny and 60 degrees today which is great com-
pared to the three mornings of snow last week.  I can still see snow in the hills west of the 
nursery.  Shipping is about 65% complete and there are 3 trucks at the dock being loaded.  
Due to the late Spring in most of the United States, this is the latest shipping season I can re-
member.  For the first time all of our plants were moved from the sawdust to the cooler to 
keep them dormant. We are hoping to finish shipping by the 2nd week of May.  In our Propa-
gation Department the beginning of the next year’s field planting is already under way.  Spring 
sown seeds in flats are growing and many varieties have already been potted. Greenhouses for 
cuttings production this Summer are being fumigated for disease and weed control.  Seeds 
with special stratification requirements are being seeded into the field.  Our container program 
is also underway with most of the potting done and lots of staking and tying.  In the field, we 
are finishing our dormant pruning and cutting back of budded plants.  Granular fertilizer is 
being applied to all of our field stock and our 1st cultivation is under way.  All of our fields 
have been hoed and Spring herbicide application is finished.  Early growing varieties are al-
ready being staked and tied.  Our shop is busy putting the finishing maintenance on all of the 
equipment that will be used this year.  This time of year is kind of the lull before the storm 
and it feels good to be caught up with all of the nursery tasks.  Come mid May plants will be 
growing like crazy and we will have the “we can’t catch up feeling” until Fall.
