Pruning Tip

Mog of you probably 4d-
ready do this, but for those
who don't, herés a little
tip:

When you are pruning you
larger trees, take time to
remove materid from the
center of the canopy.
Crossing branches, doubles
and brushy growth in gen-
erd can dl be taken out.
You will be reducing wind
throw and dlowing more
ar circulation which inhib-
its disease and mites. You
reved the dructure of the
tree for aesthetics, and you
won't have to ligen to
those crabby arborigs
complaining aout brushy
trees.

B&B Summer Digging

It used to be that after the
big rush of Soring activity
was over, and when ship-
ping was done, B&B grow-
ers could put ther diggers
away for the summer and
cach ther breah. Qure,
cash flow would dow down
by August and September,
but dl you good managers
had planned for tha. You
needed a bresk. There were
gill customers who had to
have 50 of this or tha by
tomorrow, but you could
tel them tha only a dang
fool would dig trees in sum-
mer.

Back in the early 80's, some
growers began to experi-
ment with summer digging

They found it was possible.
Cherries were touchy, so
were Planetrees, but if they
were careful, they had 80%
to 90% success. The main
factor was to not dlow the
root bdl to dry out for the
rest of the summer. They
added a summer digging
fee, and they issued no
guarantees. Landscapers
were urged to plant and
irrigete trees muy pronto.
Sill, it was rough on the
trees.

Something new has come
dong to enhance summer
digging of trees. It's cdled a
bio-gimulant. One product
is named Bio-Plex. It is a
cocktall of a long list of
items. The scientists are yet
uncertan of how it works,
but they have admitted that
something is going on herg

The product is gpplied as a

il drench and a foliar
Soray together. After dig-
ging, trees ae hdd in the
shade and kept moist for a
severd days. If the root bal
remans moist until dor-
mancy, losses of mogt culti-
vas in May and June are
reported a way less than
5%. When the weether
heats up, it's back to 20%.

It's dill a little ify, but it
sounds like you can extend
your digging season a
couple of more months.
Or just tdl them you can't
dig in summer and take a
well deserved nap.
