Getting to the root of the matter

Everyone who plants out bareroot liners knows tha

the more fibrous root system that a bareroot plant has,

the better that plant will transplant. This is one of the

things we a Robinson Nursery continue to work on.

Take Red O&k as an example. Red O&K is naturdly a

tap root tree with little fiber. For years we started them

in spinout trested pots. As aroot would reach the edge

of the pot it would be pruned by the chemicd. This

resulted in a pretty good root system and had made up

the bulk of our production. About 5 years ago we reed

an article on using IBA to promote laterd roots on oaks. We began testing this and were amazed

a the results. We like it so much that in Spring 07 we treated al of our oak seedlings. These pic-
tures of the treated oaks spesk louder than words. Eighty
percent of our whip crop for Soring 09 will have this treat-
ment, with branched oaks in 2010. We are also adding a @
plete 3 gdlon oak program in Rootmaker containers available
for fal planting. Our god is for you to have a uniform oak
crop tha your customers will line up for. Thanks again for
