Acer rubrum ‘Magnificent Magenta

Burgundy Belle ® is a moderate
size tree maturing at 450’ tall by
35’ wide. It has a compact, sym-
metrically oval crown. The sum-
mer foliage is medium to dark
green. The fall foliage starts out
red, then turns to a deep bur-
gundy, and finally becomes scarl

This is a vigorous tree which is
drought and heat tolerant. Itis
said to survive-32F and we hear-
that it is doing very well as far
north as the Twin Cities.

Burgundy Belle® is the favor-
ite tree of both Lupe and

Teddy Bear. Lupe likes the falf
color. Bear likes to sniff the
trunk and rest in the shade.
