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Aesculus x carnea ‘Briotii’

“Briotii’ has at least two
things going for it. One—
it is a very tough tree,
tolerant to heat, drought

and urban stress, and mor
resistant than other Aescu

lus to leaf tatter, leaf
scorch, sun scald and pow-
dery mildew. It has no
particular insect problems.
Two—it displays glorious
red 6" to 10" flowers
against dark, dark green
foliage in late spring and
early summer.

Add the fact that thistree
appears on a great many
municipality preferred tree
lists and you have a win-
ner.

Thereisone small problem
for growers. Aesculustend
to set a flower bud on the
terminal. These should be
removed and a vegetative
bud trained as the new
central leader.
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February is here already.
Digging is completed. Our
product is graded, bundled
counted and stored. The
crew is preparing for the
most stressful time of our
year: shipping.
