Root of a Problem Root

Quercus macrocarpa

A couple years back, our
chief propagator, Alberto
Pedilla, was reading atrade
magazine. He happened
upon an article about the
results of treating coarse
rooted plants in hormone.

It was supposed to produce
a much more fibrous root
sysem. He thought why
not try it on our oaks.

Growers have dways had
poor luck in transplanting
O&k bare root, the problem
being coarse roots. Nor-
maly seedlings this size
would have carrot-link
roots, a very substantid tep
root and little if no branch-
ing.

That year Alberto tried a
few seedlings. We were
impressed with the results.
Lagt year he trested 6000
Red O&. Agan, very nice
roots. This yer we ae
treating dl our oaks with
hormone.

Fidd trids for transplant
success are in the very early
stages, but we think this
root system has to be bet-
ter.  Those 6000 Reds
should be avalable this
coming year as whips.
