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Although many cultivars of Sugar Maple have 
been int roduced, many growers st ill prefer 
to use seedling trees. Size, shape, vigor and 
fall color will vary somewhat but not any-
thing like Acer rubrum. Leaf tatter and insect 
resistance will also vary somewhat. But over-
all, plant ing seedlings is just fine. Limb at -
tachment is usually st rong. Breakage is not 
a significant problem on healthy trees. You
will surely have good fall color, and you can 
tap the tree for Maple Syrup.
