This tree needs up to 25’ to
spread. It will also require some pruning up of lower branches so the bed can
be maintained. Katsura is susceptible to sun scald, so it is best to wrap the
trunk and provide summer irrigation. This tree does not do well in compacted
soil. The new foliage on this tree can be reddish in summer, a mild green in
summer and yellow in fall. There are generally no pests to worry about.
